The Glasgow FareShare Project
Greater Glasgow and Clyde FareShare Advisory Group

Move On is the lead partner in the Greater Glasgow and Clyde FareShare Advisory Group, a partnership established to develop and create a FareShare scheme in Glasgow, as well as across the Greater Glasgow and Clyde areas. The group is made up of a number of strategic partners; Glasgow Homelessness Network, Glasgow City Council, Glasgow Works, Glasgow’s Regeneration Agency and NHS Greater Glasgow and Clyde.  

The Greater Glasgow and Clyde FareShare Advisory Group are working closely with FareShare UK, to establish an effective FareShare scheme, initially in Glasgow City, with further expansion planned into the Greater Glasgow and Clyde areas.  

FareShare UK
FareShare has been operating since 2004 as an independent charity and today has 17 locations around the UK. Established in 1994 as a project within the homelessness charity Crisis, FareShare aims to help vulnerable groups, whether they are homeless, elderly, children, or other groups in food poverty within our communities.  FareShare  has been addressing food poverty and food waste issues for a number of years and contributes food to over 500 local charities across the UK. (around 4.6 million meals, helping 25,000 people each day). 
Primary Objectives
The FareShare project will uplift in-date ‘surplus’ food from food and drink manufacturers. The produce is then redistributed to organisations that support people with no or low income, for example, homeless hostels, substance misuse projects, centres for refugees or the elderly. We will also provide employability-training and volunteering opportunities to volunteers who will receive high quality training and voluntary work opportunities relevant to the operation of the project.  These individuals will be recruited from the socially disadvantaged groups benefiting from the services provided – young people with few or no qualifications, often lacking work ethic or experience, including young people moving out of care; homeless or recently housed people who have been declared ‘fit to work’ but lack the skills, training and discipline necessary to compete in a difficult job market
Who Benefits ?

Any organisation which distributes food to disadvantaged people within the community can be a member. 

Organisations will be offered the opportunity to become members of the FareShare scheme, paying an annual membership fee, which is dependent on the quantity of food required and received. 

There will be levels of membership and we would discuss your needs and agree a membership fee which reflects this.  For example for an annual membership fee of £500 you could expect to receive within the region of 2 tonnes of food per year (normally costing between £3,000 -£3,500).

The money raised through membership fees will be used to help support the Glasgow FareShare Project, e.g. transportation costs, collection and distribution of food to members, training for volunteers etc and will ultimately help reduce food poverty within Glasgow.   

FareShare Glasgow will work in partnership with its members to ensure that we are part of the broader range of services supporting people in food and other forms of poverty. This includes providing employability training, volunteering and opportunities around, for example, the essential life skills of safe food preparation, nutrition and warehouse.
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
